About Gender, Sexuality and Culture

Gender, Sexuality and Culture teaches students the
interdisciplinary knowledge and skills to analyse
gender, sexuality and other categories of difference
critically. It trains students to use a conceptual
vocabulary that facilitates critical thinking about the
role of culture, society and economy in maintaining
gender norms and hierarchies. It challenges students
to move beyond common sense understandings of

The Gender, Sexuality and Culture major develops
students’ capacity for thinking and communicating
creatively and independently about society, identity
and power. It encourages a reflexive and questioning
approach to knowledge. It draws on the disciplines
of Gender Studies, Cultural Studies and Sociology.
Students will have opportunities to learn about
diverse theoretical and methodological frameworks
such as those represented by feminist theory, queer
theory, critical race studies, social constructivism,
social and cultural studies of family/kinship and
political economy.
