The Master of Applied Criminology is an advanced
qualification for those working in, or planning to
enter, criminal justice related professions that seek
to mitigate and prevent crime and illegal activity
across Australia, Aotearoa New Zealand, the Asia-

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The Master of Applied Criminology is open for
admission in semester 1 and 2 annually, however
semester 1 commencement is recommended to
allow students to gain a thorough foundation

in criminological theory. Students wishing to
commence their studies in semester 2 are strongly
encouraged to contact the program convenor to
discuss an appropriate study pathway.

synthesise data on crime and social harms from
multiple disciplinary and professional standpoints.

Admission requirements

« A Bachelor degree or international equivalent with a
minimum GPA of 5/7

« A Bachelor degree or international equivalent AND
a Graduate Certificate or Graduate Diplomain a
cognate discipline with a minimum GPA of 4/7

« Alternatively, candidates may qualify for entry if they
can offer ten or more years of relevant professional
experience (for example in a police service, or the
public service). Candidates with relevant professional
experience are able to use knowledge gathered
during their professional roles that afford them
