Students wishing to pursue a research project
in greater depth have the opportunity to apply for the
Master of Art History and Curatorial Studies (Advanced)
which can also provide a pathway into the PhD program.

Admission requirements

At a minimum, all applicants must meet program-specific
academic/non-academic requirements, and English
language requirements. Admission to most ANU
programs is on a competitive basis. Therefore, meeting
all admission requirements does not automatically
guarantee entry.

- A Bachelor degree or international equivalent AND
a Graduate Certificate or Graduate Diploma with a
GPA of at least 4/7 for the Master of Art History and
Curatorial Studies

- Acognate Bachelor degree or international equivalent
with a minimum GPA of 5/7 and the approval of an
identified supervisor for the thesis for the Master of
Art History and Curatorial Studies

- All applicants must meet the University’s English
Language Admission Requirements for Students.
